Turn north (right) on Hyde Park Boulevard and 
proceed to 54th Street. 
Turn west (left) on 54th Street to Cornell Ave. 

Lake Shore Drive (from the north) 

Take Lake Shore Drive south. 
Exit at 53rd Street. 
Go west on 53rd St. to Cornell Avenue. 
Turn south (left) on Cornell Avenue and       pro-
ceed to 54th Street. 

 

Dan Ryan (I90-94) (from north or south)  

Exit at Garfield Boulevard (55th Street). 
Turn east on Garfield Boulevard and continue 
east bound. 
In Washington Park, follow the sign for 55th 
Street. 
Turn east (right) on 55th and proceed east to Cor-
nell Avenue. 
Turn north (left) on Cornell Avenue and proceed 
to 54th Street.

Exit at Stony Island. 
Take Stony Island north to 56th Street. 
Turn east (right) on 56th to Cornell Avenue. 
Turn north (left) on Cornell Avenue and proceed 
to 54th Street.
